Founded in 1954, NPH is currently supporting more 

than 9,000 boys and girls in Bolivia, the Dominican Republic, El Salvador, 

Guatemala, Haiti, Honduras, Mexico, Nicaragua and Peru.

They help children achieve their full potential, 

becoming productive, caring leaders in their communities and breaking the
